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This special issue will emphasize cultural aspects of migration both from host and 
home country perspectives. Possible topics include the interaction between the host 
country population with the migrants, intermarriage, assimilation, cultural conflicts 
and tension, international trade issues, interest group formation and lobbying, public 
policy, pension issues and so on.  
 
We seek original high quality academic work that extends, enriches, refines, and 
challenges our understanding of the broad array of issues related to migration and 
culture. 
   
The special issue will consist of approximately 12 papers of original work which will 
go under a refereeing process.   
 
We are inviting both theory and empirical papers on the topic. 
 
We cannot promise acceptance of papers and it will be a direct outcome of a referee 
process.
